Actor, Author, Economist, & Pop Culture Icon
Ben Stein has held a wide variety of jobs: an economist at the 
Department of Commerce, a poverty lawyer in New Haven and 
Washington, DC, a trial lawyer in the field of trade regulation at 
the Federal Trade Commission and a professor at the University of 
California and Pepperdine University.
